CHEWING  

Chewing is a natural behavior that dogs need to release frustration, boredom, and anxiety. 

Itõs a way that the dogs deal with their emotions. When a dog chews just like when humans 

exercise, it releases endorphins and this relaxes the dog.  

When my dogs get excited they often grab something and begin to rip or gnaw. Toys in a toy 

box, where the dog knows to get his/her stuff is better than toys scattered around the floor as 

it gives the dog a focal point.  Have a variety of toys in the box of different sizes, textures, 

shapes, and sounds. Many dogs like to get the squeaker and gut it, which is a natural activity 

for them. Dogs get bored with the same old stuff so rotate the toys. You donõt have to put all 

the toys in the box at the same time. They are like children and lose interest in the same old 

thing all the time. A good outdoor toy is an empty milk jug. It tends to make a noise when 

they bite on it and itõs a cheap easily replaceable toy.
